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Class Esther – Summer 1 – 2021-2022





Art


The children will study Chinese ceramics, investigating Ming Dynasty porcelain, how this was made and decorated with cobalt blue. They will learn how the Chinese traded porcelain with Europe until the trade diminished in the early 1700s . The children will investigate traditional Chinese painting materials for calligraphy and paint using Chinese subjects such as bamboo and flowers. 
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English


This term in Reading we will be focusing on the book ‘Boy in the Tower’. We will be using our skills of predicting, summarising and thinking about our vocabulary choices as well as deepening our inference skills. 


In writing we will be working on the book ‘Journey to Jo’burg’, to write in different styles. 





Geography 


This term the children will be learning about the countries on the continent of South America. We will be concentrating on their environmental regions, key physical and human characteristics, countries, and major cities.


History 


This term the children will be learning about the Cold War. They will look at the difference between capitalism and communism. The children will think about the arms race, space race and the Cuban missile crisis. 





Maths


As mathematicians, children in year 6 will be revising all the units they have learnt this year already. They will be deepening their knowledge, problem solve and will fill any gaps in their learning. 


This term will also include year 6 SATs.








Spanish 


This half term we will be moving on to Unit 10: ¿Qué tiempo hace? We will be learning how to talk about the weather and work together to produce our own live weather forecast in Spanish!








Science


This term we will be learning all about the human body. We will identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and describe the functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood. 








Computing


Children will looking at how to keep safe on-line and develop skills in word processing.





RE


In What kind of a king was Jesus? children will study parables; stories which show what the Kingdom of God would be like. The Kingdom of God is compared to a place where God rules, not in geographical areas but in the hearts and minds, lives and communities. Unjust social structures are investigated in order to think how this might be improved.








Music


Children will continue to develop their listening skills and use their voices expressively. They will study the music ‘Dancing in the street’ 





PE


Children will be learning about how to improve their skills to become more fluent in their movement.


Children will also continue to strengthen their movement skills and become more confident and accurate in these. Swimming sessions will improve their skills.











PSHE


Children will learn about Connecting with others.  They will discoverer, noticer and values whilst dealing positively about their feelings, emotions and worries.
